But the Levites shall camp around the tabernacle of
Testimony, so that there should be no anger upon the congregation of the people of
Israel; and the Levites shall keep the charge of the tabernacle of Testimony.  54. And the
people of Israel did according to all that Hashem commanded Moses; so did they.
