And you shall destroy all the people which Hashem your Elohim shall deliver you; your eye
shall have no pity upon them; neither shall you serve their gods; for that will be a snare
to you.  17. If you shall say in your heart, These nations are more than I; how can I
dispossess them?  18. You shall not be afraid of them; but shall well remember what
Hashem your Elohim did to Pharaoh, and to all Egypt;  19. The great trials which your
eyes saw, and the signs, and the wonders, and the mighty hand, and the stretched out
arm, whereby Hashem your Elohim brought you out; so shall Hashem your Elohim do to
all the people of whom you are afraid.  20. Moreover Hashem your Elohim will send the
hornet among them, until those who are left, and hide themselves from you, are
destroyed.

And you shall remember all the way which Hashem your Elohim led you these
forty years in the wilderness, to humble you, and to prove you, to know what was in your
heart, whether you would keep his commandments, or not.  3. And he humbled you, and
let you hunger, and fed you with manna, which you knew not, neither did your fathers
know; that he might make you know that man does not live by bread only, but by every
word that proceeds out of the mouth of Hashem does man live.  4. Your garment did not
grow old upon you, nor did your foot swell, these forty years.  5. You shall also consider in
your heart, that, as a man chastens his son, so Hashem your Elohim chastened you.  6.
Therefore you shall keep the commandments of Hashem your Elohim, to walk in his ways,
and to fear him.  7. For Hashem your Elohim brings you into a good land, a land of brooks
of water, of fountains and depths that spring out of valleys and hills;  8. A land of wheat,
and barley, and vines, and fig trees, and pomegranates; a land of olive oil, and honey;  9.
A land where you shall eat bread without scarceness, you shall not lack any thing in it; a
land whose stones are iron, and out of whose hills you may dig bronze.  10. When you
have eaten and are full, then you shall bless Hashem your Elohim for the good land which
he has given you.

4. Do not say in your heart, after Hashem your Elohim has cast them out before you, For
my righteousness Hashem has brought me in to possess this land; but for the wickedness
of these nations Hashem has driven them out from before you.  5. Not for your
righteousness, or for the uprightness of your heart, do you go to possess their land; but
for the wickedness of these nations Hashem your Elohim drives them out from before you,
and that he may confirm the word which Hashem swore to your fathers, Abraham, Isaac,
and Jacob.  6. Understand therefore, that Hashem your Elohim gives you not this good
land to possess it for your righteousness; for you are a stiffnecked people.  7. Remember,
and forget not, how you provoked Hashem your Elohim to anger in the wilderness; from
the day when you departed out of the land of Egypt, until you came to this place, you
have been rebellious against Hashem.  8. Also in Horeb you provoked Hashem to wrath,
so that Hashem was so angry with you that he was ready to destroy you.  9. When I was
gone up into the mount to receive the tablets of stone, the tablets of the covenant which
Hashem made with you, then I stayed in the mount forty days and forty nights, I did not
eat bread nor drink water;  10.
