And there you shall eat before Hashem your Elohim, and you shall rejoice
in all that you put your hand to, you and your households, because Hashem your Elohim
has blessed you.  8. You shall not do after all the things that we do here this day, every
man whatever is right in his own eyes.  9. For you are not as yet come to the rest and to
the inheritance, which Hashem your Elohim gives you.  10. But when you go over the
Jordan, and live in the land which Hashem your Elohim gives you to inherit, and when he
gives you rest from all your enemies around, so that you live in safety;

Take heed to yourself that you forsake not the Levite as long as you live
upon the earth.  20. When the Hashem your Elohim shall enlarge your border, as he has
promised you, and you shall say, I will eat meat, because your soul longs to eat meat;

You shall not listen to the words of that prophet, or that dreamer of dreams; for Hashem
your Elohim tests you, to know whether you love Hashem your Elohim with all your heart
and with all your soul.  5. You shall walk after Hashem your Elohim, and fear him, and
keep his commandments, and obey his voice, and you shall serve him, and hold fast to
him.  6. And that prophet, or that dreamer of dreams, shall be put to death; because he
has spoken to turn you away from Hashem your Elohim, who brought you out of the land
of Egypt, and redeemed you out of the house of slavery, to thrust you out of the way
which Hashem your Elohim commanded you to walk in. So shall you purge the evil away
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from the midst of you.  7. If your brother, the son of your mother, or your son, or your
daughter, or the wife of your bosom, or your friend, which is as your own soul, entice you
secretly, saying, Let us go and serve other gods, which you have not known, you, nor
your fathers;  8. Of the gods of the people who are around you, near you, or far off from
you, from one end of the earth to the other end of the earth;  9. You shall not yield to
him, nor listen to him; nor shall your eye pity him, nor shall you spare him, nor shall you
conceal him;  10. But you shall surely kill him; your hand shall be first upon him to put
him to death, and afterwards the hand of all the people.  11. And you shall stone him with
stones, that he die; because he has sought to thrust you away from Hashem your Elohim,
who brought you out of the land of Egypt, from the house of slavery.  12. And all Israel
shall hear, and fear, and shall do no more any such wickedness as this is among you.  13.
If you shall hear say in one of your cities, which Hashem your Elohim has given you to live
there, saying,  14. Certain men, wicked persons, have gone out from among you, and
have drawn away the inhabitants of their city, saying, Let us go and serve other gods,
which you have not known;  15. Then shall you inquire, and make search, and ask
diligently; and, behold, if it is true, and the thing certain, that such abomination is done
among you;  16. You shall surely strike the inhabitants of that city with the edge of the
sword, destroying it completely, and all that is in it, and its cattle, with the edge of the
sword.  17. And you shall gather all the plunder of it into the midst of the street and shall
burn with fire the city, and all the plunder from it, for Hashem your Elohim; and it shall be
a heap forever; it shall not be built again.  18. And nothing of that which was devoted to
destruction shall remain in your hand; that Hashem may turn from the fierceness of his
anger, and show you mercy, and have compassion upon you, and multiply you, as he has
sworn to your fathers;  19. When you shall give heed to the voice of Hashem your Elohim,
to keep all his commandments which I command you this day, to do that which is right in
the eyes of Hashem your Elohim.

1. At the end of every seven years you shall grant a release.  2. And this is the manner of
the release; Every creditor who lends anything to his neighbor shall release it; he shall not
exact it of his neighbor, or of his brother; because it is called Hashem’s release.  3. Of a
foreigner you may exact it again; but that which is yours with your brother your hand
shall release;  4. But there shall be no poor among you; for Hashem shall greatly bless
you in the land which Hashem your Elohim gives you for an inheritance to possess it;  5.
Only if you carefully listen to the voice of Hashem your Elohim, to take care to do all these
commandments which I command you this day.  6. For Hashem your Elohim blesses you,
as he promised you; and you shall lend to many nations, but you shall not borrow; and
you shall reign over many nations, but they shall not reign over you.  7. If there is among
you a poor man of one of your brothers inside any of your gates in your land which
Hashem your Elohim gives you, you shall not harden your heart, nor shut your hand from
your poor brother;  8. But you shall open your hand wide to him, and shall surely lend him
sufficient for his need, in that which he lacks.  9. Beware that there be not a thought in
your wicked heart, saying, The seventh year, the year of release, is at hand; and your eye
be evil against your poor brother, and you give him nothing; and he cry to Hashem
against you, and it be sin to you.  10. You shall surely give him, and your heart shall not
be grieved when you give to him; because for this thing Hashem your Elohim shall bless
you in all your works, and in all that you put your hand to.  11. For the poor shall never
cease out of the land; therefore I command you, saying, You shall open your hand wide to
your brother, to your poor, and to your needy, in your land.  12. And if your brother, a
Hebrew man, or a Hebrew woman, is sold to you, and serves you six years; then in the
seventh year you shall let him go free from you.  13. And when you send him out free
from you, you shall not let him go away empty;  14. You shall furnish him liberally out of
your flock, and out of your threshing floor, and out of your winepress; of that with which
Hashem your Elohim has blessed you you shall give to him.  15. And you shall remember
that you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and Hashem your Elohim redeemed you;
therefore I command you this thing today.  16. And it shall be, if he says to you, I will not
go away from you; because he loves you and your house, because he is well with you;
17. Then you shall take an awl, and thrust it through his ear to the door, and he shall be
your servant forever. And also to your female slave you shall do likewise.  18. It shall not
seem hard to you, when you send him away free from you; for he has been worth a
double hired servant to you, in serving you six years; and Hashem your Elohim shall bless

month of Abib Hashem your Elohim brought you out of Egypt by night.  2. You shall
therefore sacrifice the Passover to Hashem your Elohim, of the flock and the herd, in the
place which Hashem shall choose to place his name there.  3. You shall eat no leavened
bread with it; seven days shall you eat unleavened bread with it, the bread of affliction;
for you came out of the land of Egypt in haste; that you may remember the day when you
came out of the land of Egypt all the days of your life.  4. And there shall be no leavened
bread seen with you in all your border seven days; neither shall there any thing of the
meat, which you sacrificed the first day at the evening, remain all night until the morning.
5. You may not sacrifice the Passover inside any of your gates, which Hashem your Elohim
gives you;  6. But at the place which Hashem your Elohim shall choose to place his name
in, there you shall sacrifice the Passover at the evening, at the going down of the sun, in
the season when you came out of Egypt.  7. And you shall roast and eat it in the place
which Hashem your Elohim shall choose; and you shall turn in the morning, and go to
your tents.  8. Six days you shall eat unleavened bread; and on the seventh day shall be a
solemn assembly to Hashem your Elohim; you shall do no work in it.  9. Seven weeks
shall you count; begin to number the seven weeks from such time as you begin to put the
sickle to the grain.  10. And you shall keep the Feast of Weeks to Hashem your Elohim
with a tribute of a freewill offering of your hand, which you shall give according as
Hashem your Elohim has blessed you.  11. And you shall rejoice before Hashem your
Elohim, you, and your son, and your daughter, and your manservant, and your
maidservant, and the Levite who is inside your gates, and the stranger, and the orphan,
and the widow, who are among you, in the place which Hashem your Elohim has chosen
to place his name there.  12. And you shall remember that you were a slave in Egypt; and
you shall observe and do these statutes.  13. You shall observe the Feast of Booths seven
days, after you have gathered in your grain and your wine;  14. And you shall rejoice in
your feast, you, and your son, and your daughter, and your manservant, and your
maidservant, and the Levite, the stranger, and the orphan, and the widow, who are inside
your gates.  15. Seven days shall you keep a solemn feast to Hashem your Elohim in the
place which Hashem shall choose; because Hashem your Elohim shall bless you in all your
produce, and in all the works of your hands, therefore you shall surely rejoice.  16. Three
times in a year shall all your males appear before Hashem your Elohim in the place which
he shall choose; in the Feast of Unleavened Bread, and in the Feast of Weeks, and in the
Feast of Booths; and they shall not appear before Hashem empty;  17. Every man shall
give as he is able, according to the blessing of Hashem your Elohim which he has given
you.
