18. Judges and officers shall you appoint in all your gates, which Hashem your Elohim
gives you, throughout your tribes; and they shall judge the people with just judgment.
19. You shall not pervert judgment; you shall not respect persons, nor take a bribe; for a
bribe blinds the eyes of the wise, and perverts the words of the righteous.  20. Justice,
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only justice shall you pursue, that you may live, and inherit the land which Hashem your
Elohim gives you.  21. You shall not plant you an Ashera of any tree near the altar of
Hashem your Elohim, which you shall make.  22. Neither shall you set you up any image;
which Hashem your Elohim hates. 

Chapter 17
1. You shall not sacrifice to Hashem your Elohim any bull, or sheep, where there is a
blemish, or anything evil; for that is an abomination to Hashem your Elohim.  2. If there is
found among you, inside any of your gates which Hashem your Elohim gives you, man or
woman, who has done wickedness in the sight of Hashem your Elohim, in transgressing
his covenant,  3. And has gone and served other gods, and worshipped them, either the
sun, or moon, or any of the host of heaven, which I have not commanded;  4. And it is
told you, and you heard of it, and inquired diligently, and, behold, it is true, and the thing
certain, that such abomination is done in Israel;  5. Then shall you bring forth that man or
that woman, which has committed that wicked thing, to your gates, that man or that
woman, and shall stone them with stones, till they die.  6. By the mouth of two witnesses,
or three witnesses, shall he who deserves death be put to death; but by the mouth of one
witness he shall not be put to death.  7. The hands of the witnesses shall be first upon
him to put him to death, and afterwards the hands of all the people. So you shall put the
evil away from among you.  8. If there arises a matter too hard for you in judgment,
between blood and blood, between plea and plea, and between plague and plague, being
matters of controversy inside your gates; then shall you arise, and get to the place which
Hashem your Elohim shall choose;  9. And you shall come to the priests the Levites, and
to the judge who shall be in those days, and inquire; and they shall declare to you the
sentence of judgment;  10. And you shall do according to the sentence, which they of that
place which Hashem shall choose shall declare to you; and you shall take care to do
according to all that they inform you;  11. According to the sentence of the Torah which
they shall teach you, and according to the judgment which they shall tell you, you shall
do; you shall not decline from the sentence which they shall declare to you, to the right
hand, nor to the left.  12. And the man who will act presumptuously, and will not listen to
the priest who stands to minister there before Hashem your Elohim, or to the judge, that
man shall die; and you shall put away the evil from Israel.  13. And all the people shall
hear, and fear, and do no more presumptuously.

14. When you come to the land which Hashem your Elohim gives you, and shall possess
it, and shall live in it, and shall say, I will set a king over me, like all the nations that are
around me;  15. You shall set him king over you, whom Hashem your Elohim shall
choose; one from among your brothers shall you set king over you; you may not set a
stranger over you, who is not your brother.  16. But he shall not multiply horses to
himself, nor cause the people to return to Egypt, to the end that he should multiply
horses; for as much as Hashem has said to you, You shall henceforth return no more that
way.  17. Neither shall he multiply wives to himself, that his heart turn not away; nor
shall he greatly multiply to himself silver and gold.  18. And it shall be, when he sits upon
the throne of his kingdom, that he shall write for himself a copy of this Torah in a book
from that which is before the priests the Levites;  19. And it shall be with him, and he
shall read in it all the days of his life; that he may learn to fear Hashem his Elohim, to
keep all the words of this Torah and these statutes, to do them;  20. That his heart be not
lifted up above his brothers, and that he turn not aside from the commandment, to the
right hand, or to the left; to the end that he may prolong his days in his kingdom, he, and
his children, in the midst of Israel.

1. The priests the Levites, and all the tribe of Levi, shall have no part nor inheritance with
Israel; they shall eat the offerings of Hashem made by fire, and his inheritance.  2.
Therefore shall they have no inheritance among their brothers; Hashem is their
inheritance, as he has said to them.  3. And this shall be the priest’s due from the people,
from those who offer a sacrifice, whether it is ox or sheep; and they shall give to the
priest the shoulder, and the two cheeks, and the stomach.  4. The firstfruit also of your
grain, of your wine, and of your oil, and the first of the fleece of your sheep, shall you give
him.  5. For Hashem your Elohim has chosen him out of all your tribes, to stand to
minister in the name of Hashem, him and his sons forever.

6. And if a Levite comes from any of your gates out of all Israel, where he sojourned, and
come with all the desire of his mind to the place which Hashem shall choose;  7. Then he
shall minister in the name of Hashem his Elohim, as all his brothers the Levites do, who
stand there before Hashem.  8. They shall have equal portions to eat, beside that which
comes from the sale of his patrimony.  9. When you come into the land which Hashem
your Elohim gives you, you shall not learn to do after the abominations of those nations.
10. There shall not be found among you any one who makes his son or his daughter pass
through the fire, or who uses divination, or a soothsayer, or an enchanter, or a witch,  11.
Or a charmer, or a medium, or a wizard, or a necromancer.  12. For all that do these
things are an abomination to Hashem; and because of these abominations Hashem your
Elohim drives them out from before you.  13. You shall be perfect with Hashem your
Elohim.

22. When a prophet speaks in the name of Hashem, if the thing follows not, nor come to
pass, that is the thing which Hashem has not spoken, and the prophet has spoken it
presumptuously; you shall not be afraid of him.

Chapter 19
1. When Hashem your Elohim has cut off the nations, whose land Hashem your Elohim
gives you, and you dispossess them, and live in their cities, and in their houses;  2. You
shall set apart three cities for you in the midst of your land, which Hashem your Elohim
gives you to possess it.  3. You shall prepare a way, and divide the border of your land,
which Hashem your Elohim gives you to inherit, into three parts, that every slayer may
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flee there.  4. And this is the case of the slayer, who shall flee there, that he may live;
Who ever kills his neighbor unintentionally, whom he hated not in times past;  5. As when
a man goes into the wood with his neighbor to cut wood, and his hand fetches a stroke
with the ax to cut down the tree, and the head slips from the handle, and strikes his
neighbor, so that he dies; he shall flee to one of those cities, and live;  6. Lest the
avenger of the blood pursue the slayer, while his heart is hot, and overtake him, because
the way is long, and slay him; though he was not deserving of death, since in times past
he did not hate him.  7. Therefore I command you, saying, You shall set apart three cities
for you.  8. And if Hashem your Elohim enlarges your border, as he has sworn to your
fathers, and gives you all the land which he promised to give to your fathers;  9. If you
shall keep all these commandments to do them, which I command you this day, to love
Hashem your Elohim, and to walk always in his ways, then shall you add three cities more
for you, beside these three;  10. That innocent blood be not shed in your land, which
Hashem your Elohim gives you for an inheritance, and so blood be upon you.  11. But if
any man hates his neighbor, and lies in wait for him, and rises up against him, and strikes
him mortally so that he dies, and flees to one of these cities;  12. Then the elders of his
city shall send and fetch him there, and deliver him to the hand of the avenger of blood,
that he may die.  13. Your eye shall not pity him, but you shall put away the guilt of
innocent blood from Israel, that it may go well with you.

And the officers shall speak to the people, saying, What man is there who
has built a new house, and has not dedicated it? Let him go and return to his house, lest
he die in the battle, and another man dedicates it.

Let him also go and return to his house,
lest he die in the battle, and another man eats of it.  7. And what man is there who has
betrothed a wife, and has not taken her? Let him go and return to his house, lest he die in
the battle, and another man takes her.  8. And the officers shall speak further to the
people, and they shall say, What man is there who is fearful and fainthearted? Let him go
and return to his house, lest his brothers’ heart faint as well as his heart.  9. And it shall
be, when the officers have finished speaking to the people, that they shall appoint
captains of the armies to lead the people.

10. When you come near a city to fight against it, then proclaim peace to it.  11. And it
shall be, if it gives you answer of peace, and opens to you, then it shall be, that all the
people that are found in it shall be tributaries to you, and they shall serve you.  12. And if
it will make no peace with you, but will make war against you, then you shall besiege it;
13. And when Hashem your Elohim has delivered it into your hands, you shall strike its
every male with the edge of the sword;  14. But the women, and the little ones, and the
cattle, and all that is in the city, all the  plunder from it, shall you take for yourself; and
you shall eat the plunder of your enemies, which Hashem your Elohim has given you.  15.
Thus shall you do to all the cities which are very far off from you, which are not of the
cities of these nations.  16. But of the cities of these people, which Hashem your Elohim
does give you for an inheritance, you shall not keep alive anything that breathes;  17. But
you shall completely destroy them: the Hittites, and the Amorites, the Canaanites, and
the Perizzites, the Hivites, and the Jebusites; as Hashem your Elohim has commanded
you;  18. That they teach you not to do after all their abominations, which they have done
to their gods; so should you sin against Hashem your Elohim.  19. When you shall besiege
a city a long time, in making war against it to take it, you shall not destroy its trees by
forcing an ax against them; for you may eat of them, and you shall not cut them down.
For is the tree of the field a man that it should besieged by you?  20. Only the trees which
you know are not trees for food, you shall destroy and cut them down; and you shall build
siege works against the city that makes war with you, until it is subdued.  

Chapter 21
1. If one is found slain in the land which Hashem your Elohim gives you to possess, lying
in the field, and it is not known who has slain him;  2. Then your elders and your judges
shall come forth, and they shall measure the distance to the cities which are around him
who is slain;  3. And it shall be, that the city which is nearest to the slain man, the elders
of that city shall take a heifer, which has not been worked with, and which has not pulled
in the yoke;  4. And the elders of that city shall bring down the heifer to a rough ravine,
which is neither plowed nor sown, and shall strike off the heifer’s neck there in the ravine;
5. And the priests, the sons of Levi, shall come near; for them Hashem your Elohim has
chosen to minister to him, and to bless in the name of Hashem; and by their word shall
every controversy and every assault be tried;  6. And all the elders of that city, which is
nearest to the slain man, shall wash their hands over the heifer that is beheaded in the
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valley;  7. And they shall answer and say, Our hands have not shed this blood, nor have
our eyes seen it.  8. Be merciful, O Hashem, to your people Israel, whom you have
redeemed, and lay not innocent blood to your people of Israel’s charge. And the blood
shall be forgiven them.  9. So shall you put away the guilt of innocent blood from among
you, when you shall do that which is right in the sight of Hashem.
