Shemot (Exodus) 35:21-29
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Chapter 35

21. And they came, every one whose heart stirred him up, and every one whom his spirit
made willing, and they brought Hashem'’s offering to the work of the Tent of Meeting, and
for all his service, and for the holy garments. 22. And they came, both men and women,
as many as were willing hearted, and brought bracelets, and ear rings, and rings, and
bracelets, all jewels of gold; and every man who offered offered an offering of gold to
Hashem. 23. And every man, with whom was found blue, and purple, and scarlet, and
fine linen, and goats’ hair, and red skins of rams, and goats’ skins, brought them. 24.
Every one who offered an offering of silver and bronze brought Hashem’s offering; and
every man, with whom was found shittim wood for any work of the service, brought it.
25. And all the women who were wise hearted did spin with their hands, and brought that
which they had spun, both of blue, and of purple, and of scarlet, and of fine linen. 26.
And all the women whose heart stirred them up in wisdom spun goats’ hair. 27. And the
rulers brought onyx stones, and stones to be set, for the ephod, and for the breastplate;
28. And spice, and oil for the light, and for the anointing oil, and for the sweet incense.
29. The people of Israel brought a willing offering to Hashem, every man and woman,
whose heart made them willing to bring for every kind of work, which Hashem had
commanded to be made by the hand of Moses.
