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5 Parshah Tazria - 6th Portion
Vayikra (Leviticus) 13:40-54
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Chapter 13

40. And the man whose hair has fallen off his head, he is bald; yet he is clean. 41. And
he who has his hair fallen off from the part of his head toward his face, his forehead is
bald; yet is he clean. 42. And if there is in the bald head, or bald forehead, a white
reddish sore; it is a leprosy sprung up in his bald head, or his bald forehead. 43. Then the
priest shall look upon it; and, behold, if the swelling of the sore is white reddish in his bald
head, or in his bald forehead, as the leprosy appears in the skin of the flesh; 44. He is a
leprous man, he is unclean; the priest shall pronounce him utterly unclean; his disease is
in his head. 45. And the leper in whom the disease is, his clothes shall be torn, and his
head bare, and he shall put a cover upon his upper lip, and shall cry, Unclean, unclean.
46. All the days when the disease shall be in him he shall be unclean; he is unclean; he
shall dwell alone; outside the camp shall his habitation be. 47. The garment also where
the disease of leprosy is, whether it is a woollen garment, or a linen garment; 48.
Whether it is in the warp, or woof; of linen, or of woollen; whether in a skin, or in any
thing made of skin; 49. And if the disease is greenish or reddish in the garment, or in the
skin, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in any thing of skin; it is a disease of leprosy,
and shall be shown to the priest; 50. And the priest shall look upon the disease, and shut
up it that has the disease seven days; 51. And he shall look on the disease on the
seventh day; if the disease has spread over the garment, either in the warp, or in the
woof, or in a skin, or in any work that is made of skin; the disease is a malignant leprosy;
it is unclean. 52. He shall therefore burn that garment, whether warp or woof, in woollen
or in linen, or any thing of skin, where the disease is; for it is a malignant leprosy; it shall
be burned in the fire. 53. And if the priest shall look, and, behold, the disease has not
spread in the garment, either in the warp, or in the woof, or in any thing of skin; 54.
Then the priest shall command them to wash the thing where the disease is, and he shall
shut it up seven days more;
