Chapter 6

1. And Hashem spoke to Moses, saying,  2. Command Aaron and his sons, saying, This is
the Torah of the burnt offering; It is the burnt offering, because of the burning upon the
altar all night to the morning, and the fire of the altar shall be burning in it.  3. And the
priest shall put on his linen garment, and his linen breeches shall he put upon his flesh,
and take up the ashes which the fire has consumed with the burnt offering on the altar,
and he shall put them beside the altar.  4. And he shall take off his garments, and put on
other garments, and carry the ashes outside the camp to a clean place.  5. And the fire
upon the altar shall be burning in it; it shall not be put out; and the priest shall burn wood
on it every morning, and lay the burnt offering in order upon it; and he shall burn on it
the fat of the peace offerings.  6. The fire shall be burning always upon the altar; it shall
never go out.  7. And this is the Torah of the meal offering; the sons of Aaron shall offer it
before Hashem, before the altar.  8. And he shall take of it his handful, of the flour of the
meal offering, and of its oil, and all the frankincense which is upon the meal offering, and
shall burn it upon the altar for a sweet savor, the memorial part of it, to Hashem.  9. And
its remainder shall Aaron and his sons eat; with unleavened bread shall it be eaten in the
holy place; in the court of the Tent of Meeting they shall eat it.  10. It shall not be baked
with leaven. I have given it to them for their portion of my offerings made by fire; it is
most holy, as is the sin offering, and the guilt offering.  11. All the males among the sons
of Aaron shall eat of it. It shall be a statute forever in your generations concerning the
offerings of Hashem made by fire; every one who touches them shall be holy.
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
