Chapter 6

12. And Hashem spoke to Moses, saying,  13. This is the offering of Aaron and of his sons,
which they shall offer to Hashem in the day when he is anointed; the tenth part of an
ephah of fine flour for an everlasting meal offering, half of it in the morning, and half of it
at night.  14. In a pan it shall be made with oil; and when it is baked, you shall bring it in;
and the baked pieces of the meal offering shall you offer for a sweet savor to Hashem.
15. And the priest, who is, of his sons, anointed in his place, shall offer it; it is a statute
forever to Hashem; it shall be wholly burned.  16. For every meal offering for the priest
shall be wholly burned; it shall not be eaten.  17. And Hashem spoke to Moses, saying,
18. Speak to Aaron and to his sons, saying, This is the Torah of the sin offering; In the
place where the burnt offering is killed shall the sin offering be killed before Hashem; it is
most  holy.   19.  The priest  who offers  it  for  sin  shall  eat  it;  in  the  holy  place  shall  it  be
eaten, in the court of the Tent of Meeting.  20. What ever shall touch its flesh shall be
holy; and when there is sprinkled of its blood upon any garment, you shall wash that on
which it was sprinkled in the holy place.  21. But the earthen utensil in which it is boiled
shall be broken; and if it is boiled in a bronze pot, it shall be both scoured, and rinsed in
water.  22. All the males among the priests shall eat of it; it is most holy.  23. And no sin
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offering, of which any of the blood is brought into the Tent of Meeting to be  sprinkled in
the holy place, shall be eaten; it shall be burned in the fire.

Chapter 7
1. Likewise this is the Torah of the guilt offering; it is most holy.  2. In the place where
they kill the burnt offering shall they kill the guilt offering; and its blood shall he sprinkle
upon the altar.  3. And he shall offer of it all its fat; the rump, and the fat that covers the
entrails,  4. And the two kidneys, and the fat that is on them, which is by the flanks, and
the appendage above the liver, with the kidneys, he shall take it away;  5. And the priest
shall burn them upon the altar for an offering made by fire to Hashem; it is a guilt
offering.  6. Every male among the priests shall eat of it; it shall be eaten in the holy
place; it is most holy.  7. As the sin offering is, so is the guilt offering; there is one Torah
for them; the priest who makes atonement with it shall have it.  8. And the priest who
offers any man’s burnt offering, the priest shall have for himself the skin of the burnt
offering which he has offered.  9. And all the meal offering that is baked in the oven, and
all that is prepared in the frying pan, and in the pan, shall be the priest’s who offers it.
10. And every meal offering, mixed with oil, and dry, shall all the sons of Aaron have, one
as much as another.
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
